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Medallion

This Medallion was made in the early 17th century. The image of St. Ignacio was carved on the obverse side
of the medal, and the Virgin Mary on the reverse side.
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Candlesticks
A pair of ceramic candlesticks with Spanish and Portugal figures motifs.
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Christian scissors
The scissors with cross motifs used by Japanese Christians.
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Hadeus

Hadeus was written by a Japanese man who withdrew from Society of Jesus. On this book, he criticizes Christian dectrine.
