2) Have a minimum of three research achievements in a specialized field of study

Books and academic papers listed as research achievements must be limited to



publications with ISSNs or ISBNs.
3) In principle, be able to take office from April 1, 2024

4) Have experience teaching classes on English linguistics in institutions of higher education.
In particular, experience is preferred in subjects dealing with the social aspects of English
(such as Sociolinguistics) or with English as an international common language.

5) Have English proficiency equivalent to that of a speaker of English as a first language

Candidates whose first language is not Japanese should have sufficient language
proficiency to carry out work duties in Japanese.

6) Be able to work enthusiastically to develop the foreign language and teacher training
education of the university

7) Be able to collaborate with fellow faculty and staff and to contribute to the governance
and development of the university

Summarize your two proposed classes, one
on sentence structure (sentence pattern) and one on the to-infinitive, on approximately
one A4-size page each (in Japanese or in English).

Language Studies at Seinan Gakuin University, in Japanese (2000-2500 characters) if
Japanese is not your native language or in English (800-1000 words) if your native
language is Japanese. Please base your statement on the three policies outlined on the
following webpage as well as on the content of your own research and professional
experience.

Please include at
least one publication that is written in English.
