By the end of this semester, students will be able to read and understand texts (600 letters in length) about various
familiar topics written in a blend of Kana and basic Kanji without difficulties.

[Course Summary: 2ENDFE]

This course is for beginner students who have no or little previous knowledge of Japanese language. In the first three
weeks students will learn Hiragana and Katakana and practice reading short texts (ex. self-introduction) written in
those letters. From forth week, students will learn about 15 Kanji each session and practice reading some texts (150-
600 letters in length) about various topics in a blend of Kana and Kanji.

1) to study and complete Hiragana and Katakana Practice on the textbook after session 1 and 2.

2) to study and complete Reading Practice on the textbook before every session [from forth week].
