While covering Lesson 1 to Lesson 6 of Genki, students will be able to acquire the very
basic level of the four skills (listening/speaking/reading/writing) of Japanese as well as its appropriate pronunciation.
Assignments will be given in each class and students are required to complete all assigned homework before class hours.
