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[Course Objectives: 1% D Z:E B 1Z])

This course is intended for learners whose Japanese ability is equivalent to JLPT N4-N3 level. Through hands-on,
experience-based activities, students will use Japanese in real-world contexts and work toward the following goals:

- Comprehend key information by listening to simple conversations and explanations.

-Communicate personal experiences, thoughts, and opinions clearly and concisely in Japanese.

- Build effective communication skills in Japanese through group work and collaborative tasks.

- Gain a deeper understanding of Japanese culture and society, and be able to ask and answer basic questions about
them in Japanese.

- Foster mutual understanding not only with Japanese people but also with students from diverse cultural backgrounds
through intercultural exchange.

Students will participate in various off-campus activities. Prior to each activity, they will learn the necessary language
expressions, grammar points, cultural and social context, and etiquette. After the activities, students will reflect on their
experiences through class discussions and presentations. VVocabulary quizzes related to the activities and
communication tasks will also be given. In addition, students will discuss cultural differences and similarities, sharing
their own experiences and learning from one another.
